RULES AND REGULATIONS

All exhibitors, their volunteers and staff will adhere to all Midwest Dachshund Festival rules and regulations stated in this contract.  Failure to follow the rules and regulations or to correct any rule of rule or violation may result in the immediate termination of the exhibit.  If participation is terminated after the exhibitor has set up, the exhibitor must vacate the premises immediately.

PET ADOPTIONS

It is up to each organization to make the decision whether or not to adopt animals at the event.  NO SELLING OF PUPPIES OR ADULTS IS ALLOWED AT THIS EVENT!

BOOTH SPACE

Exhibitors will receive a 10 X 10 booth space plus a margin between booths (if larger space is needed please contact Sue Shumard).   You will be responsible for providing your own tables, chairs, tents, cages, displays, poop bags, etc.  It is the responsibility of all exhibitors to supply their own items.

ELECTRICITY

Electricity may be provided. You will need to request this service so we can position your booth appropriately. You will need to provide your own extension cords. 

CANCELLATIONS

The event will take place rain or shine.  

EXHIBITOR CHECK IN/SET-UP

Exhibitors check in and set up will begin at 8:00 a.m.  Exhibitors must be completely set up by 9:30 a.m.  Exhibitors arriving after 9:30 a.m. will NOT be allowed to participate.

EXHIBITOR LOAD OUT/TEAR DOWN

Exhibitor tear down will begin at 3:00 p.m.  Exhibitors are responsible for removing all of their materials no later than 5:30 p.m.

EVENT GUIDELINES

· You are responsible for cleaning up after your animals.  There will be “stations” located through out the event with baggies or poop scoopers.  

· All animals must be leashed, crated, or in an exercise pen.  

· Exhibitors are permitted to sell items and ask for donations within their booths. 

· For Profit Exhibitors are permitted to conduct no more than one (1) raffle. 

· If you are doing a raffle, you will need to file for a permit with the city clerk.  The number to request the packet is 217-431-2304.  They have to have these by September 2nd to be put on the agenda for approval at the September council meeting.  There is a $10 fee for the permit.

· The event officially begins at 10:00 a.m. and ends at 3:00 p.m.

PARTICIPATION FEE
